Please refer to the letter cited under reference above and it is intimated that the pay fixation for the Executive concerned is not done in most of the cases or done in some cases, but not in order.

 The unit officers are not taking into account of BSNL CO letter No. ACP/AD(BW-II)/2007 (pt) dated 12.10.2010, wherein it is clearly indicated that the pay of the JTOs who got 1st up-gradation under ACP Scheme has to be fixed in the pay scale of 9850-14600 w.e.f. 1.10.2000 and again in the scale of 11875-17275 w.e.f. 1.3.2002 (at par with the pay scale of restructured cadre of AE © as SDE ©  w.e.f. 1.3.2002). 

But, some unit officers have fixed the pay in the scale of 9850-14600 w.e.f. 1.10.2000 and denied fixation of pay in the scale of 11875-17275 w.e.f. 1.3.2002. And, some unit officers keep the fixation pending, having a doubt on the fixation on 1.3.2002. 
The up-gradation order has been issued on 27.8.2012 and the pay fixation is yet to be done even after a lapse of nearly 45 days. As already more than 13 years are lapsed for issue of ACP order for no fault on the JTOs concerned, making delay for pay fixation causes more frustration among these JTOs. Even after issue of clear order from BSNL Corporate Office on pay fixation, I don’t know why the case is trailing in the units. 

Hence it is requested to issue suitable instructions/orders to the units concerned to issue pay fixation memos as per CO orders and also to ensure drawal of arrears to this effect at the earliest.
