Please refer to the BSNL letter above, diverting the SE (P&A) post of TN Civil Zone, Chennai to Nagpur. In this regard, we want to convey that the diversion of the key post of TN Civil Zone has wounded our TN Civil Wing Staff. 

The SE(P&A) is the key post in TN Civil Zone and diversion of this post will affect the processing the HR issues of both Executive and Non-Executives. We are of the opinion that any other SE post in the field might have been diverted instead of the key post of a civil zone. As the order has already issued, our branch don’t want to review at this stage, but want to insist not to extend the diversion period at any cost beyond the stipulated period (31.3.2013) as instructed by CO. 
Secondly, our branch wishes to bring to the notice of CHQ regarding the diversion of SE post of Salem (TN).
The SE post of Salem (TN) has been diverted to Chennai Telephone District some years back to accommodate a senior officer. At present the above post is kept vacant and the purpose of diversion has already over. Hence it is requested to take up the case to restore the post of SE at Salem. The Civil Circle at Salem is very much essential as it covers major towns and major revenue areas. Also, the diversion of SE post at Salem has resulted in diverting the sanctioned posts of SDE© and the circle administration finds more difficulties to accommodate the SDEs at Salem and also to have an effective control over civil works in that area.

In short,

1. Alternate arrangements may be made to accommodate the officer at Nagpur and SE (P&A) post of Chennai may be restored.
2. If not, the said post may be diverted again on 1.4.2013 without extending the diversion period as instructed by CO.

3. The diverted post of SE, Salem may be sent back to Salem immediately as this post is kept idle at Chennai at present.
